Who Are We?

_@eit Al Kheir society is a humanitarian
beneficial society established in 1989. It
aims at funding and giving in kind helps
to the needy and aggrieved helping poor
students and spending money in different
fields of charity. It has branches in Ras Al
Khaima and Fujeirah and supervises the
Al Maktoum charitable centers.

The society’s most important pro-

grams and project are: Money of
Zakat: It is a comprehensive program in
which alms are collected from those who
would like to give them out to the society. It
spends the alms in their legitimate outlets
following the verses of Quran and gives
them to the cases registered in the society
and who are in real need after the social
research department has become sure
that they really deserve it.

Public Charity Program: It aims at
collecting all kinds of charities and dona-
tions for the sake of the cases registered
in Beit Al Kheir including low income fami-
lies, chaste families and others who de-
serve help such as widows, divorced and
abandoned ladies, old people and families
of prisoners.

Ongoing Charity Program: it col-
lects money for projects with continuous
incomes for deserving cases, such as vari-
ous endowments which provides the so-
ciety with continuous incomes, the house
equipment project and the house mainte-
nance project for repairing the houses of
the cases.

House Equipment Project: Through
this project the society provides chaste
families and registered cases in Beit Al
Kheir with main electrical appliances such
as air conditions and refrigerators and
equipment vital to any family as the ovens,
stoves and other important equipment
they cannot afford.

The Bookshop Project: It belongs
to the student program. It aims at help-
ing students from chaste and low income
families and families of orphans. It pro-
vides the deserving student with essential
school needs through scholastic coupons

by which he can buy his school materials
by himself.

The Foodstuffs Project: It aims at
providing families and deserving cases
with foodstuffs that helps families to live
decently like other prosperous families
especially in important seasons like the
month of Ramadan.

The Orphans Fund: It aims at provid-
ing essential financial resources for taking
care of orphans within the countries who
lost their parents and haven’t yet come
to age and who are in real need of help.
People who want to help this category buy
special coupons to finance the fund.
Expiation for the Oath: This program
collects the amount of the expiation that
Allah stated for violating one’s oath and
distributing it among the poor and low in-
come persons who really deserve it in the
form of financial help or foodstuffs.

The Handicapped Project: it takes
care of those with special needs provid-
ing them with their medicines and medical
chairs and equipment that make their lives
easier like those who are in their same age.

The society offers
monthly help for
more than

5000 families and
the number rises
in Ramadan to
8000 families.

What is the task of the mass media in the
humanitarian work as general and in the charitable
work in particular in your prospective as a writer
specifically in this field?

The most important tasks in our mission is to develop the
human awareness and the sight and send a message to the
donors that giving adds a new good moral dimension and if
we do not establish the merci value in our selves we cannot
realize a developed community. And this purpose can only
be realized through the serious human mass media, the
approval of the platform mass media, the establishment
of the volunteer work and the consolidation the giving
behavior.

What are the most prominent procedural steps for
realization of this task?

The mass media should present a good human message,
therefore, we are planning to enter in real partnership with
the audio-visual and print mass media which is neither
controlled by supply and demand regulations nor by money,
but we should lay down regulations susceptible of turning
the said means into a partner in the charitable work through
taking over its civil responsibilities toward the community
and the family.

The mass media is shouldering double responsibility,
concerned in the first place and before everything else
about identify the neediest people to the concerned people,
of course, there are radio programs such as direct telephone
line and others which reflects good efforts in this respect.
The mass media means have the responsibility toward
the humanitarian and charitable establishments with
respect to support its advertisement message and direct
the advertisement to the donors and good doers for more
donations.

From your own prospective, what are the
requirements for successful management of mass
media work?

The most important requirement for having a successful
management of mass media work is the persistence in
production, non-repetition as well as deep contents, and
this what | have been establishing in my work as mass
media manager, this vision is based on the preparing of the
objective factors of the employees intellectual development

in such a manner that reflected in the productive operations,
and getting out of the negative and surrender state to
the knowledge state then shouldering our entrusted
responsibility.

This process is not easy, because the cultural, administrative
and intellectual backgrounds of the employees are different,
and also the motivation process of the employees should be
accompanied with decision making freedom. The successful
mass media management means making balance between
creations in the mass media work which requires free
movement from one side and commitment to the general
administrative strategies which impose regular melody from
the other side.

The Mass Media Division issue various prints
annually, the mostimportant one the monthly news
letter, the fellow note performance development,
these prints seem to be vital reference which enjoys
high credibility, what are the most achievement
realized in this respect?

The Division supervises all the prints issued by the society
such as introducing brochures, annual reports including
(year book) which includes all the annual information,
initiatives and projects. The most important achievement
in 2014 is the issuance of a book narrates the history and
the achievements of the society named Bait Al Khair 25
years of giving, reviews the prizes awarded to the society
and its unique initiatives and the strategic quantitative
partnerships made with numerous official pioneer
companies, establishments and authorities.

The monthly news letter has been developed in term of
shape, contents and number of pages specially by adding
some articles in English, the number of pages has been
doubled amounted 32 pages, includes interviews with
respect to society projects in addition to the news and other
events, the news letter looks like a social magazine aims at
consolidating the positive image of the humanitarian work
through its message that focuses on diverting the good
doers contributions to the most needy people, the society
works in UAE and abides by spending money in UAE, the
news letter characterized by being credible wherein contains
monthly financial report with respect to the payments as
well as report about the financial assistance provided to the

beneficiary families.

The internet
advertisement realized more than 11 millions show in UAE only, the matter that reflected in an increase of
30% of the society finance revenue in the last year

media for 15 years, wherein she dedicated most of her time to establish a strategic mass media that serves
the humanin thefirst place, the matter that reflected in her varied intellectual edition based on a vision that
focuses on the interpretation of the human values through word and picture and establish coexistence
and giving values, where in the mass media production shall be a place for relieving contemplation that
enriches the noble values. She also, confirmed that the success of the Mass Media Division is the result of

Bait Al Kkair provided an amount of 3,5 Million Dhs as a financial support to the various charitable bodies, and spent an
amount of 3 Million Dhs from Kafarat Al lamin returns and paid an amount of 312,000 AED on behalf of the bankrupt
borrowers, the Society spent an amount of 2,2 Million Dhs on Elaj Project.

He added that Zakat payments exceeded 105,1 Million Dhs whereas spending from other resources such as charity
and endowments amounted 57,6 Million Dhs in addition to an amount of 37,9 Million Dhs as capital expenses,
value of purchased plot of land in RAK Emirate where an endowment (waqf) shall be built on it as well as two
buildings under construction, they are Fujairah Second Endowment and Qusais Warehouse in Dubai beside general

administrative expenses.

Bait Al Khair organizes its charitable payments by spending through a package of studied programs and projects
which targets the neediest and low income families in general as well as the poor categories which need special

support that elevates the economic burdens from the families.

The final results of in the year 2014 indicate that, the neediest and low income families received the biggest share
of spending in the year 2014, the total amount of spending in this regard amounted 50,6 Million Dhs around 5,500
families benefitted from this amount, these families received financial assistances monthly, in addition to food stuff
